
Now they tell us!

For people who think the country's Bicen-
tennial anniversary is turning into an orgy of
self-celebration. John Ambrose might have a
better idea.

Ambrose, of Richmond. Va., thinks we
should re-unite with "Mother England."

Ambrose and a friend, David A. Gambill,
have written a pamphlet on reunification and
have formed a semi-serious Committee for
Reunion with England. Their proposal, which
first appeared in a Richmond newspaper, was
reported last week in the London Times. The
British think reunification is "a super idea,"
Ambrose said. <

THE PAMPHLET proposing reunification
states that the "innumerable crises" facing
American society today "are nothing less than
the inevitable festering of a grievous mistake
made 200 years ago: The American Revolu-
tion."

"The corruption in high places, the pu-
trescence of our political institutions, the de-
cay of our country's moral fiber all originate
in those self-serving and extremist acts of a
few of our hot-headed, rebellious founding
fathers, their unwillingness to work within the
system and their violent overthrow of the Bri-
tish rule."

Without the revolution, Ambrose and
Gambill write, many of the world's ills would
have been prevented. Slavery was abolished in

the British Empire in 1807, which would have
prevented the American traumas of the Civil
War, the Reconstruction Period and the Ku
Klux Klan according to the pamphlet.

World Wars I and II would not have oc-
curred, since Germany "would never dare
attack a British Empire that included both
sides of the Atlantic Ocean." The French
Revolution, without the American Revolution
as a model, might not have happened, the
pamphlet suggests. Even the Russian and
Chinese communist revolutions "looked to the
success of the American Revolution as their
model," the men say.

AMBROSE AND GAMBILL demand that
the U.S. petition the queen and Parliament for

forgiveness and reunion. They say confiscated
Tory Property should be restored with inter-
est. The real heroes of the Revolution, they
say, were not the "violent, hot-headed men
like Patrick Henry. George Washington and
Thomas Jefferson," but the Tories, "who
could see what terrible things the Revolution
would cause."

It was the historical mistreatment of the
Tories that launched the Committee for the
Reunion with England. Ambrose, who is 23
and works for a Richmond department store,
says that last March he and Gambill noticed a
Bicentennial spot on television in which Jona-
than Winters told of some sons of liberty play-
fully tossing a few Tories into a river.

GAMBILL RESEARCHED the incident

and found that two of the Tories drowned, a
fact that the television spot neglected to men-
tion. He and Ambrose decided that this was "a
blatant example of how the Bicentennial is
turned into propaganda." and' their crusade
was underway.

Ambrose said he and Gambill hope to start
a newsletter called "The Tory Torch'.' and is-
sue more pamphlets with titles such as "From
Yorktown to Watergate: The Inevitable
Road."

Since their reunion proposal first ap-
peared. Ambrose said, he and Gambill have
received letters of support and even some con-
tributions. They have also received mail tell-
ing them "go back to socialist England" and
'Nuts to you and to the queen."
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Apollo countdown clicks toward blastoff

Soyuz in orbit--every thing perfect7

Two Russian cosmonauts carrying a United Nations flag
rocketed flawlessly into orbit from a Central Asian desert to-
d.ay 7'/2 hours before three Americans were scheduled to blast
off for history's first meeting in space of men from two na-
tions.

Col. Alexei Leonov and civilian flight engineer Valeri Kuba-
sov reported their Soyuz 19 spaceship was working perfectly as
it circled the globe in the opening half of the mternationa'l pro-
ject drawing the attention of millions around the world

America's Apollo astronauts Thomas Stafford, Vance
Brand and Donald "Deke" Slay ton waited patiently at Cape
Canaveral, Fla , for launch at 3'50 p m. EDT in pursuit of their
Russian comrades. Congratulations from the Americans were
radioed to the cosmonauts nearly two hours after launch

"THANK YOU very much," Leonov said. "Everything is
perfect."

President Ford and 300 others watched on television in the
State Department auditorium in Washington as the Russians
blasted off and the Piesident led the cheers and applause as
the two cosmonauts went into orbit. He said he was "very im-
pressed."

The countdown at the Florida oceanside spaceport was
clicking along without a hitch and project officials reported the
best weather there in months.

If all goes according to plan, the five spacemen will meet in
orbit Thursday, docking 136 miles above Germany The sym-
bolic handshake will come three hours later when Stafford
floats through a special docking module-airlock to Soyuz.

OBERLIN — "When I saw the baby I just couldn't believe
it. When they put it on the scale it went so high I was shocked. I
didn't even bother to see if it was a boy or a girl. I just noticed
how big it was."

That was Michael Shaver's reaction when he learned his
wife. Dalthene, had just given birth to a 13-pound. 1-ounce. 23-
inch son Saturday morning.

Tom Oney. a spokesman for Allen Memorial Hospital where
the baby was born, said he did not know if the Shavers' child
was the largest ever born at the hospital, but it certainly was
the largest born in recent years.

MRS. SHAVOR, who admits that she is still "a little weak"
said when she entered the delivery room the doctors thought
she would have twins. , .. .

She said although her pregnancy was normal "during the
last few months he was a little heavy to carry around."

The 5-foot, 6-inch Mrs. Shavor weighed 136 pounds before
the pregnancy and 186 pounds just before the delivery.

Due to the baby's size, he was delivered by Caesarean sec-
tion.

"It's just hard to believe," Mrs. Shavor exclaimed.
A NURSE in the obstetrics ward at the hospital said the

baby, named Chad Edward, was in "good condition and
improving every day."

Although they claim big babies are not common in the fami-
ly, the Shavers' daughter, Delia, now 21 months, weighed nine
pounds, IVfc-ounces and was 22 inches tall at birth.

The Shavors, who live at 112 E. Main St., LaGrange, said
the hospital had to buy larger diapers for Chad.

"And the T-shirt he has on now is a three-month old size and
that's even tight on him," the 22-year-old father said.

WASHINGTON - The U S is fed up with
the United Nations as it has been operating,
and Secretary of State Henry Kissinger is now
prepared to walk out if the UN expels Israel.

Kissinger all but openly made that threat
last night in a strongly worded speech in Mil-
waukee

High-ranking officials here, in explaining
Kissinger's tough language, said that his in-
tention was to "lay it on the line" before fall
sessions of the UN open in six weeks.

THEY SAID HE wanted to give other na-
tions "an advanced indication" of U. S. think-
ing, so there could be no misunderstanding
what might happen

Officials said it isn't yet clear whether an
effort will be made to expel Israel from the
UN, but there is "talk" of it.

Said one: "It is a potential danger we can-
not ignore "

Kissinger chose his words carefully, but
the meaning was unmistakeable.

Ne talked specifically about "lopsided,
loaded voting, biased results and arbitrary
tactics" by underdeveloped nations, which are
now voting as a bloc in the UN, against the
U S. and other industrial countries.

BUT HE SAID that "the coerced are under

no compulsion to submit.
"To the contrary, they are given all too

many incentives simply to depart the scene, to
have done with the pretense."

Then, to make his point even clearer, he
added:

"Such incentives are ominously enhanced
when the General Assembly and specialized
agencies (of the UN) expel member nations
which for one reason or another do not meet
with their approval."

OTHER KEY PHRASES bearing much the
same message:

- "THOSE WHO SEEK to manipulate
UN membership by procedural abuse may
well inherit an empty shell."

- "IT IS THE SMALLER MEMBERS of
the organization who would lose the most.
They are more in need of the UN than the larg-
er powers such as the United States which can
prosper within or outside the institution."

— "The support of the American people,
which has been the lifeblood of the organiza-
tion, which will be profoundly alienated unless
fair play predominates and the numerical
majority respects the views of the minority."

ALTHOUGH KISSINGER'S major point
involved the possible expulsion of Israel, his
speech reflected a general disenchantment
with the UN, and a broad indictment of the
way it has been operating.

Rates above overage, but stays are shorter

EMH disputes room cost findings

Room rates at Elyria Memorial Hospital are among the
highest in the state, according to a survey made by a well-
known insurance company.

But hospital officials here contend the total cost of hospital-
ization is far less in Elyria than in many hospitals

The hospital room rate survey, prepared by The Equitable
Life Assurance Society of the United States, covered 2.593 hos-
pitals in 1.420 cities in the United States.

FOR OHIO, the study listed an average $78.50 per day
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private room charge and S73.50fora semi-private room
Elyria Memorial Hospital private room charges when the

study was made earlier this year were S106.50 while semi-
private rooms were listed at §97 00.

Assistant Elyria Memorial Administrator Donald Taylor
said today the total cost of hospitahzation for an illness at the
hospital was less than many comparable Ohio hospitals, how-
ever

Taylor said the average patient at the hospital pays $630 30
for a 5 8 day stay

THIS HE COMPARED to an average cost of hospitalization
of $983 72 for an 8 3 day stay in all Blue Cross covered hospi-
tals, and a cost of Sl.011.77 for a 9 8 day stay in similar size
Cuyahoga County hospitals

• 'We offer a lot more service in a lot less days,." Taylor
said

The two Lorain hospitals were listed in the insurance com-
pany survey as having S103 per day private room rates and S90
per day semi-private room rates

Since the study was made both have raised their rates.
