stemmed from a "grievous
mistake made 200 years ago:
the American revolution."

They also blamed Americans
for providing the inspiration
for the French, Russian and
Chinese Communist uprisings.

"The real heroes of that
• period were the American
loyalists, the tories, who could
see what'terrible things ths
revolution could cause,'-' they
said.

THEY PROPOSED that all
tories be given back their con-
fiscated property — with in-
terest — and that the U.S. im-
mediately petition Queen

. Elizabeth and parliament for

Monsoon i
floods hit"

I India hard
: NEW DELHI (Reuter) -: The death toll from India's

monsoon floods has risen to at
least" 217, with seven people
washed away after a storm and
six killed in a house smashed
by flood water.

Authorities in Northern In-
dia's UtUr Pradesh State have
mounted a round-the-clock
resume operation, using-hun-
dreds of boats to evacuate peo-
plfi from low-lying areas arid to
ferry food to over two million
affected by the floods. -

Ovir one million people are
believed to have been left
homeless in the area. '

In the Northeastern stale of
Assam, ravaged every year by
floods f rom the-, giant
Brahmaputra' -'River,- all
tributaries in the North Lahim-
pur division have passed the
danger level, inundating vast
areas of paddy fields.

The River Sinagra is rising
so fast that authorities expect
it will also burst its banks, and
workers are shoring up a
protecting wall.
