George Gallup, the opi­

nion poll man, recently com- 
nleted a study of college stu­
dent attitudes that is, in 
some respects, a shocker.

Dr. Gallup says of it; 
“Both the interviewers in 
the field and our own staff 
regard this as one of the 
most interesting survey pro­
jects that we have carried 
out. This accurately reflects 
my own feelings.’’

The chief aim of the survey 
was to determine the changes 
in attitudes among college 
students as they advance from 
freshmen to seniors. A total of 
904 interviews were conducted 
in 57 colleges selected scien­
tifically to produce a significant 
sample. About 60 questions 
were asked in each interview.
At the same time two special 
studies were made, one at 
Oklahoma Christian College in 
Oklahoma City and the other at 
an Ivy League university.

Politically, half of those 
Interviewed In the overall 
sam ple Identif ied th em ­
se lves  as independents.  
Among those aligned with 
political parties the ratio 
was two-to-one Democrats 
over Republicans. At the 
freshman level 30 per cent 
regard themselves as left of 
center and 24 per cent right. 
As seniors.  S3 per cent  
regard themselves as on the 
left with ft per cent on the 
right.

U s e  o f  a l c o h o l i c  
beverages was reported by 
77 per c en t  of a ll  the  
students questioned, with 82 
per cent at the Ivy League 
school and S per cent at 
OCC.

A strong anti-business mood 
prevails among the students 
The Gallup staff reported that 

lack of knowledge of the free 
market system is shocking.” In 
fact, college juniors and seniors 
have a more distorted idea ol 
business profits than high 
school juniors and seniors The 
all-college sample voted in 
favor of b reak ing  up big 
business companies into little 
ones bv a margin of 53 to 39 per 
cent. ()CC students voted 52 to 
44 per cent against it.

Congress Overrides Health Bill Veto
C /  4 . f t h  Only a handful of Republicans addr*

WASHINGTON (AP) -  By a 9-1 margin 
in the House, Congress overrode one of 
President Ford’s vetoes for the first Ume 
this year as it enacted into law a |2-billion 
health measure Tuesday.

The final passage was 384 to 43, or 99 
more than required. The Senate rejected 
Ford’s veto 67 to 15 on Saturday, only 
hours after the White House announced 
the veto.

The health bill authorizes 11.42 billion 
during 1976-78 for health services and 
health revenue-sharing programs that 
give grants to states for projects such as 
community m ental health  cen ters , 
migrant health and family planning. 

Another 8553 million m arked tor

nurse training programs, and 830 million 
to the National Health Services Corps, 
which IS a federally funded program that 
puts medical personnel in under-served 
areas of the nation.

In his veto message. Ford called the 
amount of money in the bill excessive and 
said that some programs, such as nursing 
student assistance, duplicated other 
health programs.

Ford said it would authorize almost 8550 
million above his fiscal year 1976 budget

^^am es T. Lynn, director of the Office of 
M anagement and Budget, said the 
override “ indicates that Congress is not 
vet willing to share the President s

resolve to make the .hard choices 
necessary to reform federal programs and 
get us back to fiscal responsibility.” 

"Hard choices are necessary,” Lynn 
declared, “ If we are to restrain or 
eliminate programs that don’t work to 
make room for those that can really help 
the people who need the help . . ”

The chairman of the House Budget Com­
mittee, however, told his colleagues that 
they are staying within the spending 
budget the House set for itself earlier this 
year..

Chairman Brock Adams, D-Wash., said 
the budget is 88.8 billion above President 
Ford’s target figure but Democrats say 
Ford’s projection is based on unrealistic 
assumptions.

Rosamond Gabrielson, president of the 
200,000-member A m erican N u rse s’ 
Association, praised the veto override as 
demonstrating “ strong congressional sup­
port of health programs.”

Rep. Paul G. Rogers, D-Fla., chairman 
of the Commerce Committee’s subcom­
mittee on health, said that if sustained. 
Ford’s veto would have wiped out com­
munity mental health programs and af­
forded no more help to nursing training.

C om m erce C om m ittee C hairm an  
Harley 0  Staggers. D-W. Va., said Ford 
was “ ill-advised to veto this bill whi(* is 
needed in every home in America.” To 
catch up with demand, SUggers Mid one 
million more nurses should be trained.

Only a handful of Republicans addressed 
the members in support of the President, 
and most of those admitted even before 
the vote that their pleas would not swing 
many over to their side.

A belt-tightening plan to cut 
about 81 million deficit from 
the proposed 1975-78 city budget 
was approved Tuesday by the 
Amarillo City Commission.

The commission divided 3-2 
on the major item affecting 
Amarillo residents, a 81 25-per- 
month water bill hike.

Revenue from the increase 
will go into the general fund, 
the first Ume in many years 
that income from the city’s 
u tility , a se lf-supporting  
department, has been diverted 
into the fund heretofore financ­
ed by tax sources.

The plan also calls for an 
overall 1 per cent reduction In 
operating costs in all city 
departments where feasible, 
plus a change from 31  ̂ to 4Vk 
days pickup service for residen­
tial sideload containers (other 
than cans.)

'  Also, the maximum Mlary 
increase for all city employes 
for the year, beginning Jan. 1, 
was set at 6 per cent instead of 8 
per cent which had been plann­
ed for inclusion in the budget. 
(The Amarillo Police Officers 
Association had requested a 15 
per cent wage increase on June 
24.)

The plan, except for the trash 
pickup change, was proposed by 
City C om m issioner K eith  
Taylor. Commissioner Jerry 
Hodge suggested the trash 
pickup schedule change, which 
will affect all areas where the 
new bulk “ neighborhood” con­
tainers have been or will be 
placed in alleys. '

Mayor John Drummond and 
City Commissioner Kathrine 
Wilson voted  ag a in st the 
proposed water bill increase, 
Mying they favored instead a 
boost in ad v a lo rem  tax  
valuations.

LAGOS, Nigeria (AP) -  Gen. Yakubu Gowon, 
who ruled oilrich Nigeria for nine years and crush­
ed the Biafran revolt, was overthrown Tuesday in a 
bloodless coiqp, Radio Nigeria reported.

Gowon was in Kampala, Uganda, attending a 
summit meeting of the OrganiMtion of Mrican 
Unity when fellow army officers ousted him as 

leader of black Africa’s wealthiest and mostly 
populous nation.

The coup was announced in a radio broadcast by 
Col. Joseph Garba, commander of the elite brigade 
that guards the presidential residence and consid­
ered a friend of Gowon. .. . j  ♦

Garba Mid there had been no bloodshed but a 
dusk-to-dawn curfew was ordered and violatore 
could be shot. The coup was so quickly and quieUy 
accomplished that many Nigerians left their homes 
for work without being aware of it.

The broadcast said, “ I, Joseph 0311», in con­
sultation with my colleagues, do hereby dw lare 
that in view of what has been happentog in the 
country in the past few months, the Nigerian armed 
forces have decided to effect a change in the 
leadership of tlie federal military government.” It 
added “ 'The general public is advised to be calm and 
go about their lawful duties ”
