’76 Group Supports 
Reunion with England

RICHM OND, Va. (AP) -  
Now, upon ground once trod 
by Pa trick  Henry and 
Thomas Jefferson, comes a 
counter-revolutionary band 
of loyalists who would 
fin a lly  return prodigal 
America to the forgiving 
arms of Mother England.

Already these latter-day 
Tories have collected $83 
and the support of 150 U.S. 
citizens who envision a 
happier life in a colony 
restored. If only another 200 
million or so sign up, their 
petition may be ready for 
the Queen when she arrives 
for a Bicentennial visit next 
Ju ly.

Otherwise, the B icen­
tennial will be nothing but 
“ a big fake, a piece of 
propaganda trying to cover 
up the mistakes we’ve 
made,”  says John T. Am­
brose, co-founder of the 
Committee for Reunion with 
England.

‘‘I t ’s time we realized that 
the Revolution was nothing 
more than the self-serving 
acts of a bunch of hotheads 
and caused a lot of problems 
for this country which now 
can be corrected only by 
reunion.”

According to the com­
m ittee’s Declaration of 
Reunion, the corruption and 
in ju s t ic e  w h ich  have  
troubled A m erica ’s 199 
years could have been 
avoided if the rebels had 
only been patient enough to 
work within the system.

It noted, for example, that 
slave trade was abolished in 
the British Empire in 1807, 
“ two score and 16 years”  
before the Emancipation 
Proclamation.

If only the colonies had 
stayed in line, there would 
have been no Civil War, no 
Reconstruction and no Ku- 
Klux-Klan, it adds.

“ World War I and II would 
neve r  have occurred. 
Germany would never dare 
attack a British Empire that 
included both sides of the 
A t l a n t i c  O cean .  The

American Revolution not 
only betrayed America, but 
also Mother England, nay 
the entire civilized world,”  
it says.

Not that Ambrose and his 
collaborators are looking for 
revenge.

“ Mother England is kind 
and just,”  the declaration 
says. “ If we apologize now 
and promise not to rebel any 
more, she will go easy on us. 
Amnesty will be offered to

the rebel leaders and the 
present officials of this rebel 
government. There would 
be no fear that President 
Ford, members of Congress 
or the Supreme Court will be 
sent to prison.”

Naturally “ there cannot 
be unconditional amnesty,”  
however. “ They have made 
mistakes and must pay a 
penalty ...perhaps a period 
'of alternative service in the 
Bengal Lancers.”

Africa (AP )  — The military 
coup in Nigeria reflects one 
of independent b lack 
A frica ’s basic problems: 
After a decade and a half of 
independence, most nations 
south of the Sahara have 
still not devised a method 
for a peaceful transfer of 
political power.

C o u p s  and  p a l a c e  
r e v o lu t i o n s ,  p o l i t i c a l  
repression, one-party states 
and military dictatorships 
have all erased any sem­
blance of democratic rule in 
Africa.

A f r i c a ns  argue that 
colonial rulers who carved 
up Africa in the 19th century 
brought white wigs for black 
judges and the ballot box but 
rarely served as models of 
democracy.

Yet black African states, 
with few exceptions, have 
found it difficult to replace 
c o l o n i a l  - i m p o s e d  
parliam entary rule with 
anything but dictatorships.

The coup in Nigeria is yet 
another example of how, 
when public frustration 
grows, the only way to 
change policy is to change 
the ruler.

In the African experience, 
removing a ruler usually 
involves a coup. More than 
35 arm y revolts have taken 
place across the continent 
since 1957 when British- 
ruled Ghana became the 
first colonial territory to win 
independence.

M ilitary rule has become 
a way of life in black Africa 
where political power still 
explodes from the barrel of 
a g u n  i n s t e a d  of  
parliamentary debate.

Three out of every four 
Africans now live under 
direct military rule — a 
total of some 210 million 
people — and face no 
prospect of democratic 
elections.

The overthrow of Gen. 
Yakubu Gowon in Nigeria, 
black Africa’s richest and 
most populous nation, may 
have been partially a result 
of his decision last October 
to abandon a promise to 
restore civilian rule by 1976.

Not one of black Africa’s 
leaders of the past has been

ousted in an election. All 
have been deposed in 
m ilitary coups, and the 
soldiers who took power 
have generally kept it.

One exception, Ghana in 
1969, saw soldiers restore 
civilians to power. But three 
years later, when economic 
woes hit the country, the 
c i v i l i a n s  were  aga in  
deposed by the soldiers.

Africans have generally 
found that once in power the 
m ilitary is no less corrupt 
and inefficient than the 
c i v i l i a n s  the sold iers 
overthrew.

Where civilian rulers still 
lead the country, the only 
social group capable of 
overthrowing the leadership 
is the army because no 
democrat ic system for 
peaceful change exists.

In cases where an army 
ruler holds sway the only 
way to remove him is 
through an army revolt, 

x3uch as occured in Nigeria.
S o m e  A f r i c a n  in- 

tellectuals believe the an­
swer could be a reversion by 
governments to A frica ’s 
tribal councils where group 
consensus becomes policy.

But A frica’s colonially 
imposed national boun­
daries often embrace an­
tagonistic tribal groups. 
Nigeria has 250 individual 
e t h n i c  g roups  a lone  
although there are three 
dominant tribes. Reaching a 
consensus has been a major 
problem.

A frica ’s strong men also 
show a tendency to dig in 
when faced with political 
opposition.

Ra the r  than bow to 
demands for change, they 
imprison opponents, censor 
the press and beef up their 
personal security forces.

Po litica l instability in 
Africa is generally a luxury 
involving a small educated 
elite and the military vying 
for power.

A fr ic a ’s rural masses 
have grown accustomed to 
being ignored by the central 
government where political 
power is a game,sometimes 
b loody ,  p layed  by a 
minority.

Federal Safety Standards 
Issued for Use of Lasers

W ASHINGTON (AP)  -  
The Food and Drug Ad­
ministration issued the first 
federal safety standards 
Tuesday to protect con­
sum ers ,  students and 
workers against radiation 
injuries from lasers.

The dev ices ,  which  
p ro duce  c o nc en t r a te d  
b e a m s  of l igh t ,  a re  
becoming inc reas ing ly  
popular in schools, grocery 
stores, hospitals and in­
dustry.

The FDA  said a 1973 
survey of lasers found 
“ serious deficiencies in

safety practices and in 
products”  in schools and 
businesses.

Excessive laser radiation 
can cause severe eye and 
skin burns.

The standard establishes 
four classes of lasers, 
depending upon their power 
which ranges from a 
microscopic beam to one 
several inches in diameter.

Sm a l l  units used in 
schools and grocery check­
out lines are generally not 
considered dangerous, the 
FD A  said, but big ones used 
in industry can burn a bole

through heavy steel beams 
in seconds.

The PDA said it was 
issuing the laser standard 
not because there had been 
large numbers of injuries, 
but because the phenomenal 
growth of the industry 
potentially exposed more 
persons to the devices.

About 30,000 laser now are 
in use in college and school 
classroom s for science 
demonstrations. The 150 
laser manufacturers project 
an 18 per cent growth an­
nually with sales totaling 
about $310 million this year
