WASHINGTON  (AP)
The government said
Tuesday its index of leading
business indicators was up

9 per cent in June, a big
ncrease that points to a
solid improvement in the
cconomy in months ahead

The indicators index now
has increased for four
consecutive months and it
stood at 98.3 in June, the
highest since last October
when it was 100.3
another report on the
conomy, the Commerce
Department said the nation
had a record merchandise

trade surplus in the second
quarter of $3.5 billion and
also a record in the first six
months of nearly $5.5 billion
The surplus was at-
tributed to a steep decline in
imports, although exports
also fell. Imports were off in
the second quarter by $3
billion to a total of $223
billion, while exports _fell
$1.4 billion to a total $25.8
billion
Agriculture Secretary
L. Butz said, mean-
while, that the value of U.S.
farm exports in_the fiscal
vear ended June 30 rose to a
