The 51-year-old Cortright will
be responsible for the com-
pany's research, development
and engineering programs, the
firm said

Cortright succeeds Dr. James
W. Hackett who retires July 31
The Hastings, Pa. native takes
over the new job Oct. 1

Cortright is president-elect of
the American Institute of
Aeronautics and Astronautics
and will become president in
1976,

At Langley, he is currently
involved in the Viking project to
launch two American
spacecraft next month to land
on Mars in 1976

He is a graduate of Ren-
sselaer Polytechnic Institute
where he also completed his
postgraduate work

From 1948 to 1958, Cortright
worked at Lewis Research
Center in Cleveland and for the
next 10 years worked at N
headquarters in Washington

He is credited with
developing the nation's first
experimental meteorologic
satellite program
