\ccording to the committee s
Declaration of Reunion the
corruption and injustice which
have troubled Americas 199
vears could have been avoided
if the rebels had onlv been
patient enough to work within
the svstem

It noted for example that
slave trade was abolished in the
British Empire in 1807, "two
sc ore and 16 years before the
Emancipation Proclamation

If onlv the colonies had
stayed in line there would have
b e e n n o C i v i l W a r , n o
Reconstruction and no Ku-
KluvKlan it adds

World War I and II would
never have occurred Germany

would never dare attack a
British Empire that included
both sides of the At lan t ic
Ocean The American Revolu-
tion not onlv betrayed America,
hut also Mother England, nay
the enure civilized world," it
savs

Not that Ambrose and his
collaborator*, are looking for
revenge

Mother England is kind and
just the declaration says "If
we apologize now and promise
not to rebel any more, she will
go easy on us Amnesty will be
offered to the rebel leaders and
the present officials of this
rebel government There would
be no fear that President Ford,
members of Congress or the
Supreme Court will be sent to
prison

Naturally 'there cannot be
u n c o n d i t i o n a l amnes ty , "
however ' Thev have made
mistakes and must pay a penal-
ty perhaps a period of alter-
native service in the Bengal
Lancers

The committee was organized
back in March when Ambrose
an adver t i s ing writer, and
David A Gambill a Richmond
bank employe, decided the
Bicentennial was, on the whole,
boring

It s lacked a sense of humor,
any real comedy said Am-
brose So we got out a
mimeograph machine took an
ad in the Richmond Mercury,
rented a Post Office box and sat
back to watch the fun

The T imes of L o n d o n
published an article on the com-
mittee noting both its plea for
contributions and its mailing
address That netted about 20
letters from Britain and a check
from one Londoner for 20 new
pence — or enough to buy two
copies of the Times

The Nerdens have had trou-
ble holding jobs in the past He
was trained as a jeweler, like
his 4-foot-tall father in Denver,
but he savs he had difficulty
polishing silver without burning
his fingers and lost that job
Both Steve and Patricia once
worked on a ski manufacturing
assembly line but those jobs
disappeared because their smal
