$2 Billion Health 
Bill Becomes Law

WASHINGTON (AP) -  By a 
9-1 m argin  in the House. 
C ongress o v errode  one of 
P residen t F o rd ’s vetoes for the 
first tim e this year as it enacted 
into law a $2-billion health 
m easure Tuesday.

The final passage was 384 to 
43, or 99 m ore than required. 
The Senate rejected  F ord’s veto 
67 to 15 on Saturday, only hours 
a fte r the White House an ­
nounced the veto.

The health bill authorizes 
$1.42 billion during 1976-78 for 
health  services and health  
revenue-sharing program s that 
g ive g ran ts  to s ta te s  for 
projects such as com munity 
m ental health centers, m igrant

o rd ered  w orkers a t public 
u tilities, hospitals, ports and 
com m unications to go to the ir 
jobs and warned. “ Anyone 
caught disturbing public o rder 
will be sum m arily  dealt with ”

Troops closed the Lagos 
airpo rt, sealed off the borders 
and shut down most m eans of 
com m unication There w ere no 
repo rts  of violence

Ja m e s  T. Lynn, d irector of 
the Office of M anagem ent and 
B udget, sa id  the o v erride  
“ indicates that Congress is not 
y e t w illing  to s h a re  the  
P re sid en t’s resolve to m ake the 
h a rd  choices necessary  to 
reform  federal p rogram s and 
get us back to fiscal respon­
sib ility .”

“ H a r d  c h o i c e s  a r e  
necessary ,” Lynn declared. “ If

Ford on his arrival in Helsinki 
said. “ A m erica’s wellbeing is 
tied to the security of Europe ” 

He warned that provisions of 
th e  d e c la ra tio n  “ m ust be 
translated  into policies of action 
by the participating  sta tes if we 
are  to realize the prom ises of 
g r e a t e r  s e c u r i t y  a n d  
cooperation in Europe ”

“ The U nited S ta te s  will 
p a r t i c ip a te  ful ly in th is  
process.” Ford said

He arrived  from Krakow. 
Poland, where he was warm ly 
greeted by a crowd of about 
70,000 He paid a 27-hour visit to 
Poland which included a trip  to 
the form er Nazi death cam p of 
Auschwitz, w here he vowed a

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 

governm ent said Tuesday its 
index of leading business in 
d icators w as up 19 per cent in 
June, a big increase that points 
to a solid im provem ent in the 
economy in m onths ahead

The indicators index now has 
increased for four consecutive 
m onths and it stood at 98 3 in 
June, the highest since last 
October w hen it was IOO 3.

In ano ther report on the 
e c o n o m y , th e  C o m m e r c e  
D epartm ent said the nation had 
a record m erchandise trad e  
surplus in the second qu arte r of 
$3.5 billion and also a record in 
the first six months of nearly  
$5 5 billion.

The surplus was attributed to 
a steep decline in imports, 
although expo rts  also fell 
Im ports w ere off in the second 
q u arte r by $3 billion to a total of 
$22 3 billion, while exports fell 
$14 billion to a total $25 8 
billion.

A griculture S ecretary  E arl L 
Butz said. m eanwhile, that the 
value of U.S. farm  exports in 
the fiscal year ended June 30 
rose to a record $21 6 billion He 
said  agricu ltu re exports ex 
ceeded im ports by $12 billion

“ The surplus in agricultural 
trad e  the past y ea r has helped 
to  stabilize the do llar, to 
strengthen our international

econom ic position and to pay 
for high cost petroleum  im 
p o r t s .”  Butz sa id  in h is  
sta tem en t.

The Com m erce D epartm ent 
uses the index of leading in­
d ic a to rs  to forecast fu ture 
trends of the economy It w as at 
its record  high of 126 6 in June.

seven m iscellaneous offenses.

The departm ent reported the 
44 auto accidents resulted in IO 
people in ju red . $75,000 in 
property  dam age and 18 p er­
sons arrested .

The F ire  Departm ent, in its 
rep o rt to council, said  it 
received 36 calls last month

The calls included two house 
fires, one building fire, four 
vehicle fires and two brush 
fires. They also included 12 
rescue missions, four false 
a la rm s and l l  miscellaneous 
calls

All the num bers, except 
rescue calls and miscellaneous 
calls, showed a decrease from 
the figures of June, 1974 The 
rescue calls jum ped from five 
in June. 1974 to 12 last month

While the num ber of calls, 
and fires, so far this year is 
down from the 1974 figures, the 
dam age caused by fire has 
shown an increase

Last month an estim ated 
$5,435 was lost to fire, while in 
June. 1974 the figure was $1,905 
The 1975 total so far stands at 
$118,795. while last year at this 
tim e  the  d e p a rtm en t had 
reported some $15,640 lost to 
fire

The firem en noted 112 homes 
w ere inspected under the Safe 
and Sane Housing (SASH > 
program , while firemen issued 
two burning perm its, allowed 
one open fire, and started  two 
investigations

Congressmen's Cash 
Funds Under Attack

WASHINGTON (AP > -  The 
Federal Election Commission 
adop ted  a new regu la tion  
Tuesday which would virtually 
wipe out the private cash funds 
m any congressm en m aintain in 
the ir offices.

By a 6-0 vote, the FEC ap­
proved a regulation which 
would trea t such funds as 
cam paign  contributions and 
expenditures, on the assum p­
tion tha t their main purpose is 
to cultivate voters

The regulation now goes to 
Congress which has 30 days to 
consider it. Unless a m ajority of 
C o n g re s s  r e je c t s  it, th e  
regulation becomes effective 
autom atically  

A m ajor fight is expected on 
Capitol Hill 

The office funds, ca lled

“slush" funds by opponents, are 
m a i n t a i n e d  by  m a n y  
lawmakers as a supplement to 
the regular allowances for 
office expenses. They are used 
to hire extra staff members and 
pay for travel, newsletters, 
m essages and gifts to con­
stituents and similar activities 

While the new regulations 
would allow congressmen to 
continue the funds, most could 
not afford the luxury since 
anything spent from them  
would count as campaign ex 
penditures. which are strictly 
limited under the 1974 Cam­
paign Reform Act.
