Recuperating astronauts 
will get sunny hideaway

HONOLULU (AP) — A sunny hideaway 
w as being readied Tuesday for the Apollo 
a s tro n a u ts ’ convalescence and a  reunion 
with the ir wives.

On their release from Tripler Army 
Hospital, w here they were treated  for 
inhalation of rocket fumes, the th ree men 
will re s t in seclusion for IO days.

Space agency officials indicated that 
p repara tion  of the m ilitary housing would 
probably delay release of the ailing 
c r e w m e n  f ro m  th e  hosp ita l until 
W ednesday, a  day later than had been 
planned. The astronauts’ wives and children 
— a party  of about 15 persons — were to 
a rr iv e  here from Houston at 6 p.m. 
W ednesday, the officials said.

Officials have not yet revealed the 
w hereabouts of the hideaway.

D uring their recuperation, astronauts 
Thom as P. Stafford, Donald K. Slayton and 
Vance D. B rand will continue to tape record 
th e ir account of the nine-day Apollo-Soyuz 
m ission.

Of special concern is their version of the 
last few m inutes before splashdown last 
T hursday, during which a slipup caused 
poisonous rocket fuel fumes to be sucked 
into the Apollo cabin.

A m om entary  distraction of the crew, 
perhaps caused by an electronic squeal in 
th e ir headphones, was given as the prob­
ab le  cause of the astronauts’ failure to throw 
a necessary  pair of switches.

However, experts a t the Johnson Space 
C enter in Houston added that they were 
w aiting for the astronauts’ recollections in 
an effort to learn everything that as going on 
m the spacecraft a t the time.

Officials said that because the sw itches 
w eren 't activated, a small steering rocket 
kept firing when it should have stopped. As a 
resu lt, a cloud of nitrogen tetroxide vapor 
w as sucked through a nearby air inlet.

The House voted last Thursday, 223 to 206, 
against a partial lifting of the annus em bar­
go, which had been imposed by Congress 
because of Turkey’s to e  of American 
w eapons in its invasion and occupation of 
Cyprus. The rejection prompted the Turks to 
begin a takeover of U.S. bases in their 
country.

Both Senate Democratic Leader Mike 
Mansfield and Republican Leader Hugh 
Scott have urged the House to reverse its 
action. Tower noted that a reversal "only 
requires a switch of IO or 12 votes" in the 
House.

The Turkish am bassador to the United 
S ta tes said Tuesday that despite the Turkish 
takeover, American personnel in Turkey 
m ay rem ain  there "a s  long as they w ish."

"Nobody will bother them 
but they will have a different 
s ta tu s ,"  said Ambassador 
Melih Esenbel.

He did not define this new 
sta tu s, but his comments 
c a m e  a f te r  the Turkish 
g e n e r a l  s ta f f  annouced 
Turkish com m anders had 
taken control of the U.S. 
intelligence gathering bases 
in th e ir country.

O p e r a t i o n s  w e r e  
suspended a t  all common 

d efense  installations in 
T urkey  except the North 
A tla n tic  T reaty  Oganiza- 
tion base at Incirlik, the an­
nouncem ent said.

Esenbel said  American 
equipm ent a t the bases, 
including nuclear weapons, 
‘ ‘ m a y  s t a y  o r  be 
w ithdraw n.”

‘Not reprisal’
He said the action on the 

bases w as "not a  reprisal."

"W e were patient but 
finally we were forced to 
take a decision and ac t,"  he 
com m ented, recalling the 
exchange of diplomatic notes 
following the imposition of 
the em gbargo last February.

NICOSIA, Cyprus (P) B- The self proclaimed Turkish

C a llo t  stair announced the takeover of three inoperative 
thS. radio stations, spreading retaliation for an American 
arms boycott to the war-divided Mediterranean island.

“ Our decision is In line with the decision of the Turkish 
government to take over American installations in 
Turkey," said Osman Orek, minister of defense for the 
Turkish Cypriot state.

Judge schedules 
Carrillo hearing

AUSTIN (A P ) - U . S .  D is­
trict Court Judge Jack  Rob­
erts Tuesday set a hearing 
for 9 30 a.m . F riday  on a 
petition for a tem porary  
restra in ing  order that would 
block House impeachment 
proceedings against state 
D istrict Court Judge O.P. 
C arrillo  of Duval County.

C arrillo 's  attorney, Arthur 
M itchell, at first announced 
that R oberts had granted the 
restra in in g  order but the 
judge la te r said he had 
m ere ly  established a time

for a hearing to consider the 
m atte r.

M itch e ll’s  petition also 
seeks to block proceedings 
a g a in s t C arrillo  by the 
J u d i c i a l  Q au iific ia tions 
Com m ission, claiming the 
com m ission obtained tainted 
evidence from a special 
H o u s e  c o m m i t t e e  
investigating Carrillo.

C a r r i l lo ’s constitutional 
righ ts have been violated, 
Mitchell said, because the 
com m ittee proceedings are  
"quasi-crim inal in na tu re .’’

Ford makes oil 
policy proposal

The House vote of 384-43, 
like the Senate vote of 67-15, 
w as w ell above th e  two- 
th irds required to override a 
veto.

The action to continue the 
p ro g ra m s  in c lu d in g  co m ­
m u n ity  m e n ta l h e a lth  
centers and nurses’ training 
had been expected because 
they are  very popular with 
m e m b e rs  of bo th  p a r t ie s , 
unlike other vetoes th is year 
w hen  m o st R e p u b lic a n s  
backed the President.

" I  hate to get up here and 
w aste tim e ,"  said  Rep. Sa­
muel L. Devine, R-Ohio, as 
he u rged  th a t  the  veto be 
u p h e ld . “ I t ’s lik e  v o tin g  
against m otherhood” to vote 
a g a in s t h e a lth  b i l ls ,  sa id  
D evine, bu t he w ent on to 
argue that the bill would be 
inflationary.

Ford
Ford com plained that the 

bill was $1.1 billion h igher 
than  his req u ests . He also 
o b je c te d  to  th e  s p e c if ic  
‘‘categorical" na tu re  of the 
aid. He would prefer that the 
money be given to sta tes to 
use as they choose.

R e p u b lic a n s  n o ted  th a t  
the bill totaled less than was 
a p p ro p r ia te d  fo r th e  p ro ­
g ram s last year. Rep. Silvio 
Conte, R-M ass., said that if 
th e  veto  w as s u s ta in e d , 
n u rs in g  schoo ls m ig h t be 
closed in his state.

WASHINGTON ( A P ) - I n  
a  new bid to win support for 
h is  oil policy program. 
P re s id e n t  F o rd  offered 
Tuesday night to remove a 
60-cent-per-barrel fee on 
im ported  oil products if Con­
g ress  accepts his plan to end 
price controls on domestic 
crude oil.

The proposal was outlined 
b y  F e d e r a l  E n e r g y  
A dm inistrator Frank Zarb 
who said  the fee would not be 
lifted unless the President’s 
p rogram  is put into effect. It 
appeared  Ford was trying to 
b u i ld  s u p p o r t  fo r his 
p rogram  by offering an in­
centive to s ta te ’s  most likely 
to benefit — California and 
the New England region.

F o r d ’s la te s t  proposal 
calls for removing the 60- 
c e n t per barrel fee on 
im ports of refined products, 
including heavy and light 
fuel oil and gasoline. Crude 
oil im p o rt ta r iffs , now 
a m o u n t i n g  t o

$2-per-barrel, would not be 
rem oved, Zarb said.

The offer was advanced 
Tueday night afte r the House

Rules Committee cleared the 
way for a House showdown 
on F o rd ’s plan to phase out 
governm ent controls.

By 9 to 7, the committee, 
which serves a s  traffic cop 
for m ovement of m ajor 
m e a su re s  to the House, 
r e j e c t e d  a R epub lican  
a ttem p t to postpone action 
indefin itely  on a  Demo­
c ra t ic -b a c k e d  reso lu tion  
which would kill Ford’s new 
plan.

The P residen t’s  first plan, 
re jec ted  by the House, would 
have phased out existing 
p r ic e  con tro ls  over the 
com ing 30 months with a 
$13.50-a-barrel, cap applied 
on p rices during that tim e 
span.

The P residen t’s new plan 
would decontrol oil prices 
over 39 months with a ceiling 
of $11.50 a barrel, would roll 
back curren tly  uncontrolled 
p rices to that level from 
the ir cu rren t m ark of about 
$13 a barre l, and then let this 
$11.50 level gradually rise by 
five cen ts a  barrel each 
m onth beginning Oct. I.

O therwise, the Bicentennial will be
nothing but "a  big fake, a piece of
propaganda trying to cover up the m istakes 
we’ve m ade," says John T. Ambrose, co­
founder of the Committee for Reunion with 
England.

" I t ’s  tim e we realized that the Revolution 
was nothing more than the self-serving acts 
of a  bunch of hotheads and caused a lot of 
problem s for this country which now can be 
corrected  only by reunion.”

Declaration

House votes 
down veto

WASHINGTON — Congress overrode a 
veto for the first time this year. The House 
forced the $2 billion authorization bill for 
health service program s into law over 
President Ford’s opposition.

According to the committee’s Declaration 
of Reunion, the corruption and injustice 
which have troubled America’s 199 years 
could have been avoided if the rebels had 
only been patient enough to w'ork within the 
system .

It noted, for example, that slave trade  w as 
abolished in the British Empire in 1807, "two 
s c o r e  a n d  16 y e a r s ’’ befo re  th e  
E m ancipation Proclamation.

If only the colonies had stayed in line, 
there  would have been no Civil W ar, no 
R econstruction and no Ku-Klux-Klan, it 
adds.

"W orld War I and II would never have 
occurred. Germ any would never dare a ttack  
a British Em pire that included both sides of 
th e  A tlan tic  O cean. The A m erican 
Revolution not only betrayed America, but 
also Mother England, nay the en tire  
civilized world," it savs.

No revenge
Not that Ambrose and his collaborators 

a re  looking for revenge.
"M other England is kind and ju s t,"  the 

declaration  says. "If we apologize now and 
prom ise not to rebel any more, she will go 

easy on us. Amnesty will be 
offered to the rebel leaders 
and the present officials of 
th is  reb e l g o v e rn m e n t. 
There would be no fear that 
P resident Ford, m em bers of 
Congress or the S uprem e 
C o u rt w ill be s e n t to 
prison.”

N aturally  "there  cannot be 
u n co n d itio n a l am n e s ty ,"  
however. "They have made 
m istakes and must pay a 
penalty ... perhaps a period 
of a lternative  service in the 
Bengal Lancers."

" I t ’s lacked a sense of hu­
mor, any real comedy,” said 
Ambrose.
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
