The trip was supposed to have been a
surprise, but word of it reached the
media Monday night, four or five days
after the heads of ¢ach insutunon were
tipped off by a leak in the Mandel

Accompanying Mandel on the
helicopter-and-motorcade irip were
Robert Murphy, chief judge of the Court
of Appeais, Mark Levine. state
correcuions commussioner, and Alan
Wilner.

Astronauts will rest in seclusion

HONOLULU (AP) — A sunny
Ideaway was being readied Tuesday for

last Thursday, during which a slipup
caused poisonous rocket fuel fumes to be
v

the Apollo astronauts’
and a reunion with their wives.

On their release from Tripler Army
Hospital, where they were treated for
nhalation of rocket fumes, the three
men will rest in seclusion for 10 days.

Space agency officials indicated that
preparation of the military housing
would probably delay release of the
ailing crewmen from the hospital un-
il Wednesday, a day later than had been
planned. The astronauts' wives and
children — a party of about 15 persons —
were to arrive here from Houston at 6
p.m. Wednesday, the officials said.

Officials have not yet revealed the
whereabouts of the hideaway.

During their recuperation, astronauts
Thomas P. Stafford, Donald K. Stayton
and Vance D. Brand will continue to tape
record their account of the nine-day
Apollo-Soyuz mission.

Market rally

NEW YORK (AP) — Inflation worries
sidetracked an carly rally in the stock
market Tuesday and drove prices lower
again in moderate trading.

The Dow Jones average of 30
industrials, up more than 8 points in the
first half-hour, wound up with a 2.97 loss
at 824.86.

The closely watched average now has
fallen 56.95 points over the past two
weeks.

Declines outpaced gainers 949 to 455
among the 1,811 issues traded on the New
York Stock Exchange after trailing by
more than 3 to 1 earlier.

Big Board volume increased to an
even 19 million shares from Monday’s
2%2-month low of 14.85 million.

The NYSE's composite index dropped
31to47.20.

The market's sharp but shortlived
early rally followed the government's
report that its index of leading economic
indicators climbed 1.9 per cent in June
for its fourth consecutive monthly rise.

As it was, the corrosive gas had a
delayed reaction from which the three
men were still feeling effects. Doctors
said infection-fighting lung cells were
disabled, leaving the trio susceptible to
disease germs that healthy persons
could resist.

Gowon ousted as ruler

KAMPALA, Uganda (AP) — Gen
Yakubu Gowon, who led Nigeria through
a bitter civil war and into oil-based
prosperity, has been ousted as muiitary
ruler of the West African nation,
diplomats in Kampala reported
Tuesday

The reportedly bloodless coup
occurred as the 10-year-old Gowon, who
ruled black Africa’s richest and most
populous nation for § of the 17 years since
its independence from Britain, was
attending the summit in Kampala of the
Organization of African Unity.

A transcript of a Radio Lagos
broadcast quoted Col. Joseph Namvan
Garba, identified as the 32-year-old head
of Gowon's personal bodyguard, as an-
nouncing Gowon's overthrow “in view of
what has been happening 1n our country
in the past few months *

U.S. sources in Washington said there
was no immediate indication that Garba
himself had replaced Gowon.
