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Mass Arrests hi Washington Dnnng Anti-War Demonstrations Are Ruled UnconstitBtional
United States Court Judge Hits lack Of Police Restraint, l»E iKarceratiw Unief HsrsUondito; Oesial 01 lndi»idttal Rights

WASHINGTON (AP)-United States
District Court Judee Joseoh C. Waddy
ruled this week that procedures used by
Washington, D.C. metropolitan police
during mass arrests of anti-war
demonstrators were unconstitutional.
The ruling stems from a class action
suit brought by the American Civil
Liberties Union (A.C.L.U.) on behalf of
some 15,000 people arrested between
the fall of 1970 and the spring of 1971.

• A.C.L.U. lawyer Ralph Temple
hailed the ruling as proof that the
American legal system works. "We

- -f -

have a legal system strong enough to
preserve our basic rights," he said.

Judge Waddy declined to make a
statement about the case, saying "I
make it a policy not to comment on my
rulings."

In the ruling, Waddy found three key
elements of the Washington police
force's mass arrest procedures un-
constitutional. These we're arresting
people who crossed police lines, making
sweep arrests of crowds; and
suspending the use of standard forms
during mass arrests. Waddy ordered

the D.C. Police Department to draw up
new mass arrest procedures in 90 days,
specifically banning these three tactics.

In his opinion, the judge said police
used wanton and unrestrained physical
violence in making arrests during
demonstrations in front of the
Watergate apartment of then-Attorney
General John Mitchell. He found a
"pervasive pattern" of lack of police
restraint evident in the police de-
partment's own films of the demon-
stration.

Waddy also wrote that police failed to

inform those arrested of their con-
stitutional rights, deprived them of
access to counsel,' and kept them
incarcerated for an unwarranted length
of time in unusually harsh conditions.
Temple said only a handful of those
arrested were ^ever prosecuted.
Waddy's opinion blamed poor training
for the police officers' conduct.

Temple said the ruling was the third
victory for the A.C.L.U. resulting from
mass arrests in Washington during
anti-war demonstrations between 1967
and 1971. In the first case won by the

A.G.L.U/, Temple said all arrest/
records of those picked up during anti-
war rallies'have been expunged. The
second victory was a ruling last, March
in which $12 million was awarded to
people arrested on the steps of the
Capitol during "May Day" demon-
strations on May 5th, 1971.

The case in question in-Tuesday's
ruling is "The Washington Mobilization

' Committee vs. D.C. Police Chief
Maurice Cullinane." Temple said the
case was originally "The Washington
Mobilization Committee vs. D.C. Police

Chief Jerry Wilson," Wilson was police
chief at the time of the:arrestJ5,..but h» .
retired this spring, to be. replaced by.
Cullinane. Temple said, since .the-.
A.C.L.U. was seeking an injunction -
against police tactics, and not
damages, the suit was 'changed. Chief
Cullinane was unavailable for com-
ment; : ' / .

While President Ford held a
minisummit with Soviet leader
Leonid I. Brezhnev and then
attended'the opening of the
mammoth European security

•-conference, his wife-did some?
window-shopping in "Helsinki's"
old town and toured a har-
borsidestreet market.

"I feel, just marvelous," she ;
told •perspiring newsmen as a
hot sun beamed on this far
northern capital. "I just had a7

little jet-lag and too little sleeps
I just'took'some limeoff." -

During a two-day visit to
P o l a n d ' b e f o r e a r r i v i n g
Tuesday, Mrs. Ford canceled
some of her engagements,
pleading fatigue and jet-lag
after a transatlantic journey
and a visit to West Germany.

"Hi Betty, how are you?"
shouted American tourists as
the First Lady stepped out of a
black limousine at the crowded
cobblestoned market place in
front of a granite monument
erected to mark the first visit of
the Russian Czarina Alexandra
to Finland in June 1833.

Smiling back, Mrs. Ford

proceeded to inspect the stalls,
•at the niarket place that purvey
items ranging from fish 'to
flo.wers, to handmade jewelry
against.a picturesque backdrop
of ships, fishing boats and
wheeling seagulls.

The First Lady stopped in
front of a tiny stand selling
jewelry,. realized she had no
Finnish money,'and turned.to
her escort, Mrs. Mark Evans

_. Ausfad, wife of the U.S. am-
ibasisador, who gave her 10
"-m'arks <$3) to buy a pair of

earrings and a ring.
Mrs. Ford also bought "for

our cottage" a wall hanging
showing a reindeer, an animal
.raised for its meat and skins in
the Lapland region of northern
Finland.

After stopping several times:

in the pressing crowd to ask
prices of new potatoes,
tomatoes and cauliflowers, the
F i r s t L a d y r e j e c t e d
strawberries offered by an
elderly woman with a smiling
"no, thank you," but a couple of
minutes later accepted a
bouquet of roses with "oh, what
a lovely surprise." • "'.

Carrying the roses in her
hand. Mrs. Ford walked to a
luncheon given by American
Embassy wives at a local
restaurant, stopping frequently
at shop windows to inspect rug*
and Finnish stonewear.

On Advice Of Ethics Boanl,
Elkins Resigns From Bank

A N N A P O L I S (AP)-The
State Board of Ethics Wed-
nesday advised the president of
the University of Maryland Dr
Wilson H. Elkins that "he should
resign from the board of
directors of the Suburban Trust
Co. because of what the board
termed the "potential" for
conflict of interest.

The board, 'in a H-page
opinion, said the evidence in-
dicated "nn natural conflict of
interest" on the part of Elkins
b e c a u s e t h e b a n k i n g
relationship with Suburban was
established -"in its major
dimension" before Eikins
became university president.

Late Wednesday afternoon,
Elkins resigned from the bank's
board of directors.

In a statement issued from
his College Park office Elkins
said: "Although the board
clearly stated there was neither
a conf l ic t of interest or
wrongdoing or any evidence of
unethical conduct by- me, I will;
nevertheless, accept the'
board's premise tha t my
position might cause Ihe public
to assume a possible conflict of
interest."

The report said Elkins played
no personal role in the decision
to open new accounts or the
cash management practices in
regards to these accounts.

The board stated, however,
that the decision of the code of
ethics prohibits outside em-
ployment which conflicts with
the duties of a state officer as
"never been interperled to
proscribe only actual conflicts
of interest."

"In the majority of masters
before us. the issue has been
actual conflict of impairment of
judgement which is inherent in
the relationship of public duties
and powers and officer and 'his

outside public position."
The board pointed out that'

Eikins as a bank director had a
legal duty to further the goals
and interests of the bank which
includes securing and main-
taining demand deposits upon
which it can earn interes*

The university maintains nine
such demand deposit accounts
with Suburban Trust.

"A potential for conflict
arises in that Elkins as
president of the university ha*
the power to influence decisions
concerning the banks where the
university demand deposits are
maintained and the cash
balances in the accounts."

The board said these sorts of
decis ions could h a v e a
significant effect on Ihe profits
of Suburban Trust.

In April, the state legislative
a u d i t o r q u e s t i o n e d t h e
Suburban accounts and Elkin«
relationship with the bank. The
aurfil said that the bank could
have made as much as J70,000
from the university account?.

The board (old Elkins that
Sin.OOO worth of the bank slock
which he owns did not constitute
a conflict of interest and would
therefore not have to be sold nf
long as the university president
disqualified himself in any
business between the bank and
the university.

The report said it found no
evidence of conflict of interest
by Elkins in the decision by the
Board of Regents to solicit bids
for a bank on the College Park
campus.

The board said Elkins played
no role in the subsequent denial
of the successful bidder, the
Chevy Bank and Trust Co.. by
the s la te B a n k i n g Com-
missioner to establish the
branch.
