
Nonaligned 
Nations Open 
Conference

LIM A, Peru (A P) — The 
nonaligned bloc of 78 nations 
opened a five-day conference 
here Monday seeking concensus 
on a broad range of economic 
and political questions promis­
ing to generate conflict between 
the have and have-not coun­
tries.

Conflict surfaced well In ad­
vance of the ceremonial open­
ing when the 19-nation Arab 
bloc and the Palestine Liber­
ation Organization tossed to the 
full conference the question of 
whether Israel should be sus­
pended or expelled from the 
United Nations on charges of 
violating the U.N. charter.

But the foreign ministers 
were prepared to wade into a 
formidable agenda of other 
troublesome issues, involving 
such matters as a demand for 
a “ new international economic 
order,”  discussion of raw mate­
rials resources and the gamut 
of complaints of poor nations 
accusing the United States and 
the advanced world of such 
things as “ imperialism, neo­
colonialism and racism.”

Slow conference procedures 
and lengthy closed-door African 
and Arab group meetings — as I , ,
well as side talks on com- C O n d i u O t ©

during the first day of formal 
talks.

The foreign ministers from 
more than 40 of the nations 
from India to Malta, Argentina 
to Cuba and Malaysia to North 
Korea were on hand. The mem­
ber nations’ ministers were 
preparing to seek concensus on 
how money should be chan­
neled from Third World coffers 
for a “ solidarity fund”  de­
signed as help from the newly 
rich oil nations to the poorer 
members of the bloc.

Kuwait already has plunked 
down l l  million for this fund, of 
which the poorer Africans and 
Asians would be the benefi­
ciaries.

The conference also is ex­
pected to act on establishment 
of a multinational economic in­
formation bureau at headquar­
ters of the nonaligned bloc’s 
steering committee in New 
York.

This would be used to chan­
nel information to member na­
tions on policies and strategies 
of large corporations which 
have profits surpassing the to­
tal reserves of many a small, 
poor nation.

Found Dead
I A KE, Miss. (A P) -  The 

bodies of Doxey Fisher, a can­
didate for state treasurer, and 
two companions were found 
Monday in the wreckage of a 
twin-engine plane that crashed 
in a thunderstorm, rescue units 
reported.

Fisher, 44, was a candidate in 
Tuesday’s Democratic runoff 
election.

The plane, a six-passenger 
Piper Apache, was en route to 
Jackson Sunday night ater a 
political rally in Meridian when 
heavy thunderstorms moved 
through the area.

Aboard with Fisher, a 44- 
year-old Jackson businessman, 
were Danny Keyes, 25, a Jack­
son advertising man and candi­
date for state representative, 
and pilot Mark Jones.

The wreckage was spotted 
from the air Monday after 
heavy morning fog lifted.

Fisher had resigned his post 
as motor vehicle comptroller to 
enter the the state treasurer 
race against former state Sen. 
Ed Pittman of Hattiesburg.

Kent State 
Deliberations
Continue

CLEVELAND, Ohio (A P) -  
While plaintiffs and defendants 
waited in hallways, the Kent 
State shootings trial moved into 
its 15th week Monday with no 
sign how near Jurors were to 
reaching a verdict.

Whether state officials and 
Ohio National Guardmen should 
pay damages for the shootings 
was being debated in a narrow, 
gray-carpeted room in the old 
federal courthouse here.

Few of the 29 defendants 
stood vigil, though several of 
their attorneys watched the 
jury file into the second-floor 
chamber that adjoins the a 
courtroom where the panel of 
six men and six women heard 
three months of testimony be­
fore receiving the case Friday.

But several of those who 
brought the $46-million damage 
suit stemming from the May 4, 
1970 shootings at Kent State 
University awaited the outcome 
in person, saying the trial was 
the capstone to their hopes and 
efforts.

“ I ’ve waited five years to get 
here,”  said Dean Kahler, one of 
the nine wounded during a con­
frontation with Guardmen. “ A 
few more days won’t hurt.” 
Kahler was paralyzed below 
the waist by a slug that struck 
him as Guardmen tried to 
break up an antiwar rally.

It takes a vote of only nine of 
the jurors to find against any of 
the defendants, including Gov. 
James A. Rhodes. And if any is 
found liable, a second trial will 
be conducted to determine the 
amount due each of the plaint­
iffs.

Besides Rhodes, the defend­
ants include former Kent State 
President Robert I. White, two 
Ohio Guard chiefs and 25 cur­
rent or former Guardmen.

Committee s Newsletter 
Pons 200-Year Mistake'

RICHMOND (A P)-The Com­
mittee for Reunion With Eng­
land issued Volume I, No. I of 
its bimonthly newsletter Mon­
day with an exhortation to lat­
ter-day Tories to correct the co­
lonists’ “ 200-year-old mistake.”  

“ God Save the Queen!”  said 
The Tory Torch, scorning the 
American Revolution as “mere­
ly a power play by greedy Yan­
kee merchants and debt-ridden 
Southern planters.”

Directing its pleas to “ the 
finest Loyalist households in 
the American colonies,” the 
tongue-in-cheek publication said 
it would carry its message 
“ across this rebel land.”

“ Come out of the closet wav­
ing your banner of loyalty to 
Mother England in the midst of 
the rebels' blusterous bicenten­
nial,” it urged sympathizers.

“ Prick the flatulent bicenten­
nial balloons! Plan your own 
anti-bicentennial celebra­
tions. Confront the rebels!”  

Chock-a-block with helpful 
hints for Tories “ in all 50 colo­
nies," the newsletter Is edited 
by Richmonders John N. Am­
brose and David A. Gambill, 
who founded the Committee for 
Reunion With England.

As a preliminary step toward 
reunion with England, it urged 
the collection of signatures on 
petitions “ begging forgiveness 
from Queen Elizabeth."

These, it said, will be pre*

sented to the British monarcn 
“ during her visit to the colonies 
next year”  in commemoration 
of the American bicentennial.

Future plans of the CHE, 
said the funny, six-page news­
letter, include a transatlantic 
bridge that will provide “ a 
physical link between the 
American colonies and Great 
Britain.”

It promised, too, that the 
CBE will ask the Federal Com­
munications Commission for 
equal time on the television 
networks to counter announce­
ments touting the bicentennial 
celebration.

Because of the “ Bicentennial 
Minutes” it airs, the newsletter 
said, CBS “ owes us a good 200 
minutes already” — and that’s 
not counting plugs for the bi­
centennial on NBC’s "Today" 
show. Ambrose is listed as 
editor-in-chief of "The Tory 
Torch,”  Gambill as its “ associ­
ate editor and chief wag.”

“ Our torch is not the fire­
brand of irrational passion fo­
menting rebellion and deceit, 
but the beacon of historical 

(truth, burning with the cool, yet 
bright, light of clear-headed 
logic.

“ With it, we will disperse the 
cloud of Bicentennial propa­
ganda that covers the eyes of 
this nation,”  said the lead edi­
torial in Volume I, No. I.

—“ Avoid crowds. Crowd! are 

a major source of mobs...This 
does not mean, of course, you 
should ignore the lone stranger

—“ Know the enemy...Be es­
pecially wary of those people 
wearing rebel flags pinned to 
their lapels. If you see someone 
with a pillow tucked under his 
arm, carrying a bucket that 
emanates steam and a pitchy 
perfume... RUN!

“ Removing tar and feathers 
can be a sticky problem...We 
have found that a bath in light­
er fluid dissolves that tar 
lacker than you can say 'Don’t

Doctors said the lesion was 
discovered only because Slay­
ton and his Apollo rrewmates,
Thomas P. Stafford and Vance 
D. Brand, were exposed to a 
poison gas during the final min­
utes of their nine-day joint mis­
sion with two Soviet cosmo­

NEW YORK (AP) -  While 
216 passengers watched their 
own takeoff on closedcircuit 
cabin television, pilot William 
Deppe jammed on the brakes 
and brought his American Air­
lines DOO skidding into a mar­
shy area at Kennedy airport 
Monday after two tires blew 
out.

As the big Jet, which weighs 
400,000 pounds loaded and car­
ried a crew of 13 settled into 
the grass, flames leaped from 
the engines and the pilot re­
leased the canvas escape 
chutes.

“ If he hadn’t acted when he 
did, it would have been all 
over,”  said Paul Schwarz, a 
musician homeward bound on 
the nonstop flight for San Fran­
cisco.

As it was, officials said, 15 
persons were injured, none se­
riously.

The fire was put out imme­
diately by airport firefighting 
personnel.

Kickbacks 
Defended

WASHINGTON (AP) -  The 
chief of Lockheed Aircraft 
Corp. on Monday defended his 
firm’s kickbacks to foreign offi­
cials and refused to tell a Sen­
ate committee to whom the 
payments were made.

“ Attempting to establish 
names of recipients or attempt­
ing to prove that payments 
have been received in specific 
foreign countries would be un­
fair, would serve no useful pur 
pose and would cauae a max 
imum amount of harm,”  D. J. 
Haughton, chairman of the 
board of Lockheed, told the 
Senate Banking Committee 

“ I prefer not to answer that 
at this time,”  Haughton said 
over and over as Sen. William 
Proxmlre, D-Wla., chairman of 
the committee, asked a series 
of questions seeking to deter­
mine in what countries Lock­
heed paid an estimated |22 mil­
lion over &W years to foreign 
officials to promote sales of its 
aircraft.

Proxmlre said that by such 
bribery and “ stonewalling,”  
Lockheed had aet itself up as 
“ the imperial corporation ’ in 
“ utter contempt of the govern­
ment.”  ___

Treasury Secretary William 
E. Simon told the committee, 
“ Practices such as bribes made 
to secure foreign business can 
only increase the distrust and 
suspicion that is straining our 
national institutions. ”

“ To argue that bribes to for­
eign officials are necessary for 
effective competition is con­
trary to every principle under 
the free-market ayatem,”  Si­
mon said.

He testified aa chairman of 
the Emergency Loan Guaran­
tee Board, which was created 
in 1971 to oversee a program 
under which the federal govern­
ment has guaranteed $245 mil­
lion in private loans to the fi­
nancially troubled Ixrckheed.

Although Simon and Prox- 
mire referred to the payments 
to foreign officials aa bribes, 
Haughton said at one point: “ I 
don’t necessarily call these 
bribes.”

"You mean that when money 
is paid to public officials who 
have a voice in determining 
whether a plane is bought that 
that is not a bribed asked 
Proxmlre.

After a long conference with 
his lawyer, Roger Clark, 
Haughton replied: “ My counsel 
says he prefers to call it a kick- 
back.”

Meanwhile, government in­
vestigators said they had not 
been planning to question Rob­
ert Neil Wateri, vice president 
and treasurer of Lockheed, who 
apparently shot himself to 
death at his Ij m  Angelet area 
home Friday.
