"As we approach the200th 
anniversary of America's in­
dependence, we look with 

for Karl Marx and Mao Tse­
tung. 

"The real heros of that 
period were the American 
loyalists," they continue, "the 
Tories who could see what 
terrible things the Revolution 
would cause." . 

They propose, therelore. 
that all Tories be given back 
all confiscated land and prop­
erty-with interest-and that 
the Urrited States immediate­
Ily petition Queen Elizabeth 
II and Parliament for forgive­
ness. 

"Like the prodigal son, we 
wiU be welcomed back joy­
ously," they predict. "Mother 
England is kind and just. If 
we apologize n()w and prom­
ise not tD rebel any more, 
she will go. easy on us." 

As for the rebels and pres­
ent American leaders, "there 
should be 1110. fear that Presi­
dent. Ford. the members of 
Congress or the Supreme 
Court will be sent to prison," 
the manifesto says. 

But "there cannot be un­
conditional amnesty," it 
adds. "T~ey have. made mis­

. takes and must pay' a. pen­

. aIty," it says. "Perhaps a 
period of alternative service 
in the Bengal Lancers."
